In the poem “To You,” Karla Kuskin describes the love one person feels for another
using phrases full of expressive adjectives and nouns. She also uses alliteration—
a repeated sound at the beginning of two consecutive words—to make the poem come alive.

I. Find three examples of alliteration in “To You.” Then jot down how you think the repeated sound at the
beginning of each adjective-and-noun pair make the phrase come alive. We’ve done the first one for you.
